If succ ess is magnetic by nature, this yearôs outlook promises to be nothing short 

of spectacular for burgeoning DJ/Producer  Kramnik . As a genuine dance music 

devotee, master mixologist and a figurehead within the international techno  

scene, it ôs no surprise he's  already locked down support from the industriesô most 

respected voices: ñOne to Watch ò iDJ (www.kramnik.dj/reviews ).  

  

No stranger to the music business, several years served at Sony BMG gave 

Kramnik a solid gr ounding and an affirmation to his cause, working with óreal 

musiciansô such as Garbage ,  The Eurythmics  and even a rather bizarre 

appearance on stage with  Five! However, the corporate game wasnôt without its 

frustrations and he soon jumped ship to the EDM i ndustry, following his personal 

interests.    

  

Kramnik began promoting and booking acts under  Static Sound System (SSS)  at 

the famed 19 th  Century Círculo de Bellas Artes  Palace  in downtown Madrid. It was 

here he inherited an insatiable thirst for story tel ling, accredited from being a 

frequent bystander to DJôs such as John Digweed , Dimitri, Kevin Saunderson , 

Derrick May, and many more .

In stereotypical subtle yet spectacular style, Kramnik delivers his delicious three -

track EP óKramnik 1.0 ô (plus a masterpiece bonus!) . Sampling bagpipes, owls, 

real viol ins , real harmonicas and  kettledrums which  ï if nothing else ï shows off 

the immense innate talent of this rising DJ/producer which  has already been 

picked up by the worlds  dance rag . 

 

Dark, haunting and spatial, óViclone ô is a techno working out of kettledrums, real 

violins and the afore -mentioned owl. Gradual filter -passed percussion loops place 

emphasis on the airy backdrop, submersing the listener into gradual nocturnal 

hypnosis right until the final drop flashes back into the original groove.  

 

óHyksosô is the definitive confirmation of Kramnikôs unique, dark, musically rich 

and sophisticated style ,  which has gained the attention of the world -wide press. If 

the indu stry was waiting for a new  progressive wonder, different to all the others 

and new to the open mind, it seems the eagle has finally landed.  

 

Born out of 30 different CDs of bagpipes harvested from a trip to the Scottish 

Highlands, óDlython ô generates a smooth, progressive sound. With bass heavy 

techno sounds grounding the bottom of the track ou t into fine dust, pushing a 

moody, introverted and solid sound with an organic feel that uplifts and 

permeates in equal measure. The thumping, rounded kick drum mixes with the 

ambient sounds to create this foreboding hybrid monster, easily enjoyed in many 

circumstances and opening up the creative and musical possibilities of electronic 

music into the atmosphere.  

 

And finally, a one -minute classical masterpiece bonus by the name of 

óSwanTrackô. In case you had any doubts on the depth and talent of this artis t, 

just listen to this short suspenseful soundtrack and you will see why he is 

different.  

 

Even though not in the EP, óBPM Blues ô makes fierce use of a 1954 classic 

Howlinô Wolf sample, a result quite unlike anything blues fans could have possibly 

dreamt up. Understated snippets of harmonica and vocals laid down by Kramnik 

himself douse the track in wild western tones, all perfectly timed to a call and 

response groove.  

 

óKramnik 1.0ô has been followed by three remix EPs. óVicloneô (Remix EP)  by 

Hans Bouff myhre, White Wall  (Mike Wall & Franco Bianco) , Tvardovsky 

and Marco Dassi , as well as 12 different entr ies through  the remix competition  

sponsored by LoopMasters . And another dozen entries  for the óHyksosô (Remix 

EP) by another LoopMasters competition, and  out on Kram Records .   
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óKramnik 2.0ô EP 

 
Kramnik is fast bolstering a reputation as one of the breakthrough artists of 

201 1. His debut E.P, óKramnik 1.0ô received worldwide acclaim as Kramnik gain s a 

strong and n urtured online presence, including a fan base of nearly 45,000 online 

followers. Here Kramnik returns with two fresh late -night chuggers to further 

prove he is one of the true nu -breed and a force to be reckoned with in 2011.  

 

Now signed to Berlin -based Code2 Records, óKramnik 2.0 ô EP sees this e xciting 

new artist keep the pressure on with two brand new tracks  in a release  that  

represent a hefty slice of creativity . O ne outdoor/upbeat track , 'Schrizo' , which 

wobbles along in a way that makes you want to pretend youôre stuck in the mud 

when you dan ce.

Kramnikôs 

first full - length album is now  complet e and is to be released in the early part of 

2012.

Most DJs take years to produce  an entire album, but Kramnik has managed to 

complete his debut album less than 2 years since he started to produce! Quite 

amazing indeed .. . Kramnikôs much anticipated album, the culmination of almost 

two years of hard studio work, has now finish ed complet ion in a LIVE hour - long 

mix. Most DJs donôt ever manage to produce an entire album, let alone have the 

courage to mix it LIVE. But when an artist is as dedicated as Kramnik, and has a 

vision  and a talent to develop a new sound, the results speak for th emse lves. 

Kramnikôs debut album not only demonstrates his ability to produce different 

types of electronic, ranging from deep to tribal, from techno to progressive, from 

minimal to experimental but, more importantly, his ability to put them together in 

a coher ent  journey .

óKramnik 5.0ô is included in the album as a 4 - track release, including a re -edit of 

the first EP. Lead track óFlexô is quite a minimal and mysterious undertaking 

becau se it incorporat es authentic whale recordings. Kramnik is known to mix real 

nature sounds, and this time the results is an intriguing piece of minimal diving , 

that draws you to the dancefloor through these  hypnotic s ounds . Kramnikôs subtle 

use of humpback whale singing makes this track a force to be reckoned with.  
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The other tracks are re -edits of the first EP for the album: óVicloneô, óHyksosô 

and  óDlython.ô Since Kramnik started producing less than two years ago, he 

wanted to r e-edit those first tracks in  order to blend them into the album. If the 

original EP received great reviews, these re -edits should not expect any less.
